3. Adoption of the January 19, 2017 regular meeting minutes of the Planning & Zoning Commission.  

With a motion by Commissioner Luther and a second by Commissioner Segreto, the minutes were unanimously recommended for approval.

4. 17-CP-001 Coulter Addition Conveyance Plat. Consider and make recommendation on a conveyance plat for 13.355 acres into the Coulter Addition, Lots 1-3 from Texas Development Services, generally located on the west side of FM 423 and approximately 1,000 feet north of the intersection of FM 423 and Sunflower Drive within Little Elm’s Town Limits.

Staff outlined the case as presented in the staff report and staff was available for questions from the commission.  The applicant was not present.  With a motion by Commissioner Rawlins and a second by Commissioner Horn, the recommendation to approve the Coulter Addition plat was approved unanimously. 

5. 17-FP-001 Sunset Place. Consider and make recommendation on a plat application for Sunset Place Final Plat, from Texas Development Services, generally located on the west side of FM 423 and approximately 1,000 feet north of FM 423 and Sunflower Drive, within Little Elm’s town limits.

Staff outlined the case as presented in the staff report and staff was available for questions from the commission.  The applicant was present.  With a motion by Commissioner Horn and a second by Commissioner Luther, the recommendation to approve the Sunset Place plat was approved unanimously. 

6. 17-SUP-001 (AJ Spirits Wines & Gifts).  Conduct a public hearing to consider and make recommendation on a request for a Specific Use Permit for alcohol sales at 1725 E Eldorado Parkway, generally located at the intersection of E Eldorado Parkway and Preston on the Lakes Drive, currently zoned Light Commercial (LC), within the town limits of Little Elm, Texas.

Staff outlined the case as presented in the staff report and staff was available for questions from the commission.  The applicant was present.  Commissioner Allen-Essakoff opened the public hearing at 7:12 PM.  Mr. Dewayne Brawner (2116 Lake Fork Lane, Little Elm, TX  75068) and Mr. Charles Johnson (1936 Jackson Drive, Little Elm, TX 75068) spoke in opposition to granting the SUP due to the associated use.  Commissioner Allen-Essakoff closed the public hearing at 7:24 PM.  Commissioner Horn made a motion to approve the requested SUP for alcohol sales.  Commissioner Segreto seconded the motion.  The P&Z Commission approved the motion 4-1.  Commissioner Rawlins voted in opposition to the request.

7. 16-PD-014 (Service King) Continuation of a public hearing to consider and make recommendation on a request to rezone approximately 10.36 acres of land from Light Industrial (LI) to Planned Development (PD), generally on the south side of West University Drive (US 380) east of FM 1385 within the town limits of Little Elm, Texas.

The item was removed from the table by the P&Z Commission.  Staff outlined the case as presented in the staff report and was available for questions from the commission.  The applicant was present.  At 7:32 PM, Commissioner Allen-Essakoff opened the public hearing.  After a brief discussion concerning tree species and which species would and would not be mitigated, Commissioner Allen-Essakoff closed the public hearing at 7:35 PM.  Commissioner Segreto made a motion to approve the item as recommended by staff.  Commissioner Rawlins seconded the motion and requested that Oak Trees and Elm Trees be specified with the stipulation concerning associated tree mitigation as the property develops.  The motion passed was approved unanimously. 

8. Discussion of future agenda items, update on Council action, and requests for new business considerations.
